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Day 1: (Thu)  Apr 18 – Honolulu
Depart Honolulu via Hawaiian Airlines

→ Meet the Panda Travel representati ve 3 hours prior to 
departure at the Hawaiian Airlines check-in counters.

Day 2: (Fri) Apr 19 – Haneda-Tokyo 
Sunshine City Prince Hotel (Free WiFi)

→ Arrive at Haneda Airport. Meet your guide at the arrival 
lobby. We’ll transfer to Sunshine City Prince Hotel, our 
accommodati ons for the durati on of the tour. Our hotel is 
directly connected to Sunshine City shopping center with 
many shopping and dining opti ons available to you. Nearby, 
you’ll also fi nd a 24-hr Family Mart convenience store and a 
Seiyu supermarket for snack, bento, and beverage pickups. 
Enjoy your evening at leisure.

Day 3: (Sat) Apr 20 – Tokyo (B)
Sunshine City Prince Hotel (Free WiFi)

→ Breakfast at hotel.

→ 8:30am – Meet your guide at the hotel lobby. 

→ 9:00am – Our day begins with a visit to Tsukiji Outer
Market. A renowned bucketlist spot, Tsukiji is the largest 
fi sh market in the world. While the inner aucti on market 
relocated to Toyosu in 2018, the charm remains in its outer 
market. Be sure to enjoy all that the outer market has to 
off er, from seasonal produce and candy tasti ng to knife-
making arti san shops.

→ 11:00am – We’ll now visit the brand new Toyosu 
Senkyaku Banrai. Scheduled to open its doors in Feb 2024 
and inspired by the historic streets of Tokyo, this Edo 
themed multi -story shopping and entertainment center 
treats visitors to a diverse selecti on of bouti ques, as well 
as eateries featuring specialty foods like Toyosu’s signature 
fresh seafood and produce.

→ 1:00pm – Explore the enchanti ng Peony Festi val at Ueno 
Toshogu Shrine, which takes place mid-April unti l the end 
of Golden Week in early May. Organized in a maze-like 
formati on, these carefully tended fl owers thrive under the 
protecti on of dozens of paper umbrellas. To the Japanese, 
peonies symbolize bravery and honor and are commonly 
seen in wedding decor for good fortune.

→ 2:15pm – Now, a visit to Ueno & Ameyoko Shopping 
Street. This is the absolutely perfect place to get your 
omiyage. “Ameyoko” is short for “Ameya Yokocho” or “candy 
shop back alley” since candies were traditi onally sold there. 
Alternati vely, it is short for “America,” a callback to the post-
WWII era when American products were sold there illegally. 
Now, the street is lined with over 400 shops from cooked 
street food, snacks like dried squid, and fresh seafood to 
clothes, bags, accessories, cosmeti cs, and much more!

→ 4:30pm – Return to hotel. Enjoy the evening of shopping 
and dining on your own.

Day 4: (Sun) Apr 21 – Tokyo (B)     
Sunshine City Prince Hotel (Free WiFi)

→ Breakfast at hotel.

→ 9:00am – Meet your guide at the hotel lobby. 

→ 9:30am – Our fi rst stop on today’s tour is Kameido Tenjin-
jia Shrine, perhaps most recognizable for the picturesque 
Drum Bridge arched above a pond in its charming garden.
The shrine is also known for its annual “Fuji Matsuri” 
(Wisteria Festi val), which is celebrated from mid April to the 
beginning of May. The shrine’s many ponds refl ect the 100s 
of wisteria plants in their full amethyst bloom, multi plying 
its beauty. Oft en depicted in art, poetry, family crests, and 
formal kimonos, wisteria is held closely to the heart of the 
Japanese as it represents love and longevity. In fact, one of 
the most famous kabuki dances features the heroine, “Fuji 
Musume” (the Wisteria Maiden), gripping onto wisteria as 
a moti f for love. 

→ 10:45am – Next, we’ll make a stop at Arcakit Kinshicho, 
a shopping complex boasti ng the largest Daiso in Tokyo 
on the 7th fl oor. This train stati on area is packed with 
numerous other shops, including 3Coins on the 3rd fl oor, 
fashion bouti ques, dining venues, supermarkets, and more. 

→ 12:30pm – Here we are at Asakusa, a famous district 
that melds the culture and traditi ons of ancient Tokyo with 
the metropolitan styles of modern Japan. It’s also home to 
Japan’s fi rst cinema!

Widely regarded as the most important temple in Japan, 
Asakusa’s iconic Sensoji Temple and Kaminarimon Gate 
(aka “Thunder Gate”) with its massive lantern are a “must 
see” in every guidebook, boasti ng over 30 million annual 
visitors. Traditi onally, as a sign of respect, visitors clap twice 
and bow their heads at the top of the temple steps. With 
the belief that coins trap the dangers of daily life, visitors 
also customarily make a small off ering by tossing coins into 
a wooden rack, tossing away those dangers as well. 

You’ll also fi nd the Five Storied Pagoda there. Regarded 
as one of the “Four Edo Pagodas,” this nearly 174 foot 
monument stands to represent Tokyo’s few remaining 
pagodas. The temple grounds also include the Nakamise 
Shopping Arcade, a lively and extensive shopping street 
lined with good luck charms, traditi onal goodies, and 
Japanese snacks. 

→ 3:00pm – Later today, we’ll explore Hibiya Park. Opened 
to the public in 1903 on former daimyo estates, establishing 
itself as Japan’s oldest western-style park. This landmark 
not only boasts seasonal displays of Nemophila (Baby blue 
eyes), but it also off ers tranquil walking paths that provide a 
serene escape within the bustling business hub.

Itinerary
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→ 4:30pm – Return to hotel. Take the remainder of the day 
at leisure.

Day 5: (Mon) Apr 22 – Tokyo-Mt. Fuji-Tokyo (B/L) 
Sunshine City Prince Hotel (Free WiFi) 

→ Breakfast at hotel.

→ 8:00am – Meet your guide at the hotel lobby as we 
embark on a full-day tour to Mt. Fuji area.

→ 10:00am – Our morning begins with a fun strawberry 
fruit-picking experience at Fuji Oshino Berry Land. Unique 
to this farm is the culti vati on of its fruit–nourishment from 
underground water from Mt. Fuji makes for excepti onally 
sweet strawberries!

→ 11:30pm – Are you ready to join us on the ascent to 
Mt. Fuji via the Mt. Fuji Panoramic Ropeway? This cable 
car ride will take us to see breathtaking panoramic views of 
Mt. Fuji and Lake Kawaguchiko. Once there, try to spot the
Bell of Tenjo. It’s been said that this statue grants wishes to 
those who ring the bell while looking at Mt. Fuji through its 
heart shaped silver frame.

→ 12:45pm – Enjoy Japanese style lunch at a local
restaurant.

→ 2:30pm – This aft ernoon, we’ll explore the Fuji 
Shibazakura Festi val. With its stunning scenery and fragrant 
beauty, this spring festi val is a must see att racti on that you 
won’t want to miss!

Unlike the classic sakura cherry blossoms that sway above, 
Shibazakura blossoms from the ground, creati ng a colorful 
carpet beneath your feet. The fl ower petals resemble 
sakura’s shape and may even have a striped patt ern. Enjoy 
the luscious fi elds of color with endless rows of vibrant 
shades of pink, white, and light purple. There are also a 
variety of shops that off er specialty goods and local snacks.

→ 6:30pm – Return to hotel. Enjoy the evening!

Day 6: (Tue) Apr 23 – Tokyo-Full day at leisure (B)
Sunshine City Prince Hotel (Free WiFi)

→ Aft er breakfast, enjoy your free day to explore Tokyo!

→ If you’ve already experienced Sunshine City shopping 
mall, take a visit to Ikebukuro stati on and hop on a rail line 
that will connect you to other popular areas like Shinagawa, 
Shibuya, Shinjuku, Ueno, and Akihabara. Ikebukuro stati on 
is also close to our hotel.

Day 7: (Wed) Apr 24 – Tokyo-Haneda-Honolulu (B)

→ Breakfast at hotel.

→ 9:30am – Meet your guide at the hotel lobby.

→ 9:45am – This morning, we’ll visit Sugamo Jizo Shopping 

Street on a special festi val day. These festi ve occasions take 
place on days ending in a “4,” adding to the excitement of 
our visit. Get ready to explore the lively array of food and 
snack vendors lining the street!

Aff ecti onately called “Grandma’s Harajuku,” this half-mile 
arcade boasts over 200 shops specializing in goods seniors 
will love. From brand-name products to comfortable shoes 
and clothes at Takeshita-like bargain prices, you’ll fi nd it all 
here. The most notable item is aka-pantsu (red underwear), 
believed to improve health, ward off  evil spirits, and bring 
happiness. Other well-known stores like Sugi Yohoen off er a 
variety of honeys, jams, juices, and ginger-infused nihonshu 
(sake). Chirimen features modern takes on furoshiki cloths, 
yukata, wallets, and other everyday items.

→ 11:30am – Our next visit is Nezu Shrine, a landmark
dati ng back over 1,900 years ago. When spring rolls around, 
Nezu Shrine bursts with life, teeming with a remarkable 
crop of 3,000 blooming azaleas alongside a hilly landscape 
and a torii path. In Japanese culture, azaleas symbolize 
abundance and success, making them a thoughtf ul gift  to 
confer good wishes onto someone. The annual Bunkyo 
Azalea Festi val is the highlight of the year, att racti ng visitors 
from all over to celebrate springti me in Tokyo. Take some 
free ti me to explore and enjoy the astonishing scenery.

→  1:00pm – Enjoy lunch on your own at Antenna shops
in Yurakucho. Featuring specialty foods, craft s, and other 
goodies from regions around Japan, this stop is a great 
place to do some souvenir shopping.

→ 3:00pm – We’ll stop by DiverCity Shopping Center on
our way to Haneda airport. Located on the arti fi cial island of 
Odaiba, this unique and massive landmark is one of the best 
shopping, dining, and entertainment complexes in Tokyo. 
Don’t forget to take a moment to snap a photo in front of 
the nearly 80 feet high famous Gundam Statue. Enjoy some 
last minute shopping!

→ Depart from Haneda via Hawaiian Airlines for our fl ight 
home.

→ Arrive in Honolulu (same day).
