We'll also catch the Super Eisa Show, which
features traditional Okinawan Eisa dancing and drumming, and the Habu Snake Show, a small
theater snake demonstration.

— 2:45pm - Now, we'll visit Himeyuri no Tou and Himeyuri Peace Museum, prominent and
culturally significant Okinawan landmarks honoring the valiant group of high school girls and
teachers who were drafted to serve as nurses during WWIL.
