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Day 1: (Fri) Apr 17 – Honolulu
Depart Honolulu 

→ Meet the Panda Travel representative 3 hours prior to 
departure at the airline’s check-in counters.

Day 2: (Sat) Apr 18 – Haneda-Tokyo 
Sunshine City Prince Hotel (Free Wi-Fi)

→ Arrive at Haneda Airport, and meet your English speaking 
guide at the arrival lobby. We will then transfer to Sunshine 
City Prince Hotel, our accommodations for our 5-night 
stay . Our hotel is directly connected to Sunshine City 
shopping center with many shopping and dining options 
available to you. Nearby, you’ll also find a 24-hr Family 
Mart convenience store and a Seiyu supermarket for snack, 
bento, and beverage pickups. Enjoy your evening at leisure.

Day 3: (Sun) Apr 19 – Tokyo (B)
Sunshine City Prince Hotel (Free Wi-Fi)

→ Breakfast at hotel.

→ 9:00am – Meet your guide at the hotel lobby. 

→ 9:45am – Our first stop on today’s tour is Kameido Tenjin-
jia Shrine, perhaps most recognizable for the picturesque 
Drum Bridge arched above a pond in its charming garden. 
The shrine is also known for its annual “Fuji Matsuri” 
(Wisteria Festival), which is celebrated from mid April to the 
beginning of May. The shrine’s many ponds reflect the 100s 
of wisteria plants in their full amethyst bloom, multiplying 
its beauty. Often depicted in art, poetry, family crests, and 
formal kimonos, wisteria is held closely to the heart of the 
Japanese as it represents love and longevity. In fact, one of 
the most famous kabuki dances features the heroine, “Fuji 
Musume” (the Wisteria Maiden), gripping onto wisteria as 
a motif for love. 

→ 11:15am – Here we are at Asakusa, a famous district 
that melds the culture and traditions of ancient Tokyo with 
the metropolitan styles of modern Japan. It’s also home to 
Japan’s first cinema!

Widely regarded as the most important temple in Japan, 
Asakusa’s iconic Sensoji Temple and Kaminarimon Gate 
(aka “Thunder Gate”) with its massive lantern are a “must 
see” in every guidebook, boasting over 30 million annual 
visitors. Traditionally, as a show of respect, visitors clap 
twice and bow their heads once they reach the top of the 
temple steps. With the belief that coins trap the dangers 
of daily life, visitors also customarily make a small offering 
by tossing coins into a wooden rack, tossing away those 
dangers as well.

You’ll also find the Five Storied Pagoda there. Regarded 
as one of the “Four Edo Pagodas,” this nearly 174 foot 
monument stands to represent Tokyo’s few remaining 

pagodas. The temple grounds also include the Nakamise 
Shopping Arcade, a lively and extensive shopping street 
lined with good luck charms, traditional goodies, and 
Japanese snacks. 

→ 1:15pm – Next, we’re off to Tokyo Solamachi! Located 
at the base of Japan’s tallest structure–Tokyo Sky Tree–this 
large shopping, dining, and entertainment complex features 
over 300 establishments.

→ 3:30pm – Later today, a visit to Toneri Park. During this 
season, many flock here to capture the perfect picture of 
the Nemophila (Baby blue eyes) that blanket the park’s 
hillside in shades of blue and white.  

→ 5:00pm – Return to hotel. Take the remainder of the day 
at leisure.

Day 4: (Mon) Apr 20 – Tokyo-Mt. Fuji-Tokyo (B/L)     
Sunshine City Prince Hotel (Free Wi-Fi)

→ Breakfast at hotel.

→ 8:00am – Meet your guide at the hotel lobby as we 
embark on a full-day tour for Mt. Fuji area. 

→ 10:45am – This morning, we’ll explore the Fuji
Shibazakura Festival. With its stunning scenery and fragrant 
beauty, this spring festival is a must see attraction that you 
won’t want to miss!

Unlike the classic sakura cherry blossoms that sway above, 
Shibazakura blossoms from the ground, creating a colorful 
carpet beneath your feet. The flower petals resemble 
sakura’s shape and may even have a striped pattern. Enjoy 
the luscious fields of color with endless rows of vibrant 
shades of pink, white, and light purple. There are also a 
variety of shops that offer specialty goods and local snacks. 

→ 12:30pm – From here, a stop at the Kawaguchi-Ko
Music Forest theme park and museum. With stunning Mt. 
Fuji prominently displayed in the background, this musical 
theme park aptly achieves its intended “European Alps” 
design. The inside of the museum houses a collection of 
automatic and antique musical instruments and a concert 
hall where classical musicians from around the world come 
to play. The park also features a scenic walking path, a 
winding canal, a rose garden, a chapel, a restaurant, and 
some shops. As a highlight of your visit, indulge in a hands-
on music box making experience, where you’ll craft your 
own musical masterpiece.

→ 1:30pm – Afterwards, enjoy lunch at a local restaurant.

→ 3:15pm – Next, we’ll visit Oshino Hakkai, a village in 
the Fuji Five Lake region and home to the famous 8 ponds, 
which are all fed by the snow melt from the slopes of Mt. 
Fuji. Here, you can drink the clear, fresh snow water trickling 
down the mountains and filtering through porous layers of 
lava. The area also has a variety of shops, restaurants, and 
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vendors selling crafts, sweets, and local products. Enjoy 
a freshly roasted sweet potato or toasted senbei (rice 
cracker) at this traditional Japanese village with Mt. Fuji in 
the background.

→ 6:30pm – Return to hotel. Enjoy the evening at leisure.

Day 5: (Tue) Apr 21 – Tokyo (B) 
Sunshine City Prince Hotel (Free Wi-Fi) 

→ Breakfast at hotel.

→ 8:30am – Meet your guide at the hotel lobby. 

→ 9:00am – Our day begins with a visit to Tsukiji Outer 
Market. A renowned bucketlist spot, Tsukiji is the largest 
fish market in the world. While the inner auction market 
relocated to Toyosu in 2018, the charm remains in its outer 
market. Be sure to enjoy all that the outer market has to 
offer, from seasonal produce and candy tasting to knife-
making artisan shops.

→ 11:30am – Explore the enchanting Peony Festival at
Ueno Toshogu Shrine, which takes place mid-April until the 
end of Golden Week in early May. Organized in a maze-like 
formation, these carefully tended flowers thrive under the 
protection of dozens of paper umbrellas. To the Japanese, 
peonies symbolize bravery and honor and are commonly 
seen in wedding decor for good fortune. 

→ 12:45pm – Now a moment at Ueno & Ameyoko 
Shopping Street. This is the absolutely perfect place to get 
your omiyage. “Ameyoko” is short for “Ameya Yokocho” or 
“candy shop back alley” since candies were traditionally 
sold there. Alternatively, it is short for “America,” a callback 
to the post-WWII era when American products were sold 
there illegally. Now, the street is lined with over 400 shops 
from cooked street food, snacks like dried squid, and fresh 
seafood to clothes, bags, accessories, cosmetics, and much 
more!

→ 3:00pm – From here, a visit to Nezu Shrine, a landmark 
dating back over 1,900 years ago. When spring rolls around, 
Nezu Shrine bursts with life, teeming with a remarkable 
crop of 3,000 blooming azaleas alongside a hilly landscape 
and a torii path. In Japanese culture, azaleas symbolize 
abundance and success, making them a thoughtful gift to 
confer good wishes onto someone. The annual Bunkyo 
Azalea Festival is the highlight of the year, attracting visitors 
from all over to celebrate springtime in Tokyo. Take some 
free time to explore and enjoy the astonishing scenery.  

→ 4:30pm – Return to hotel. Enjoy the evening at leisure.

Day 6: (Wed) Apr 22 – Tokyo-Full day at leisure (B)
Sunshine City Prince Hotel (Free Wi-Fi)

→ After breakfast, enjoy your free day to explore the
vibrant Tokyo!

Day 7: (Thu) Apr 23 – Tokyo-Haneda-Honolulu (B)

→ Breakfast at hotel.

→ 9:30am – Meet your guide at the hotel lobby.

→ 10:00am – This morning, we’ll visit TeamLab Planets. 
Using technology and perspective, this immersive museum 
takes visitors through labyrinth-like rooms to experience 
fields of flowers, rooms with walls that appear to be 
composed of brightly lit geographic shapes, and other 
mesmerizing digital art displays.   

→ 12:30pm – Enjoy lunch on your own at Antenna shops 
in Yurakucho. Featuring specialty foods, crafts, and other 
goodies from regions around Japan, this stop is a great 
place to do some souvenir shopping.

→ 2:30pm – We’ll stop by DiverCity Shopping Center on 
our way to Haneda airport. Located on the artificial island of 
Odaiba, this unique and massive landmark is one of the best 
shopping, dining, and entertainment complexes in Tokyo. 
Don’t forget to take a moment to snap a photo in front of 
the nearly 80 feet high famous Gundam Statue. Enjoy some 
last minute shopping!

→ Transfer to Haneda Airport for our flight home.

→ Arrive in Honolulu on the same day.
