Day 1: (Sat) Oct 3 — Honolulu
Depart Honolulu

- Meet the Panda Travel representative 3 hours prior to
departure at the Hawaiian Airlines check-in counters.

Day 2: (Sun) Oct 4 — Haneda-Disney (D)
Grand Nikko Tokyo Bay Maihama (Free WiFi)

-> Meet your English speaking local guide at the arrival
lobby before transferring to the hotel.

-> Welcome to Grand Nikko Tokyo Bay Maihama, the
official Tokyo Disney Resort® Hotel! Take advantage of the
hotel’s direct access to the Disney Resort Line monorail
system. The monorail, which loops around the perimeter
of the resort, will make several stops, including at the
doorsteps of Tokyo Disneyland and DisneySea. Enjoy your
stay here for the next 3 nights.

Day 3: (Mon) Oct 5 — Maihama/Tokyo Disneyland (B)
Sheraton Grande Tokyo Bay Hotel (Free Wi-Fi)

- Breakfast at hotel.

- 8:15am — Meet your guide at the hotel lobby for the
monorail ride to Tokyo Disneyland.

- Get ready for an exhilarating day at Tokyo Disneyland!
Explore the many Tokyo Disneyland exclusive attractions
like its glass covered Victorian-style indoor World Bazaar
and the Beauty and the Beast mini-land that stretches from
Belle’s village square to Beast’s Castle. Don’t miss out on
the spectacular PhilharMagic show and rides like The Happy
Ride with Baymax! In between attractions, snack on a chewy
Stormtrooper mochi or hot, fresh popcorn featuring flavors
like curry, cookie cream, and garlic shrimp. Enjoy making
fun memories today!

-» Return to hotel — The monorail will transport you back to
the hotel when you decide to return and rest up for the next
day’s Disney adventure.

Day 4: (Tue) Oct 6 — Maihama/Tokyo DisneySea (B)

of mystery in a subterranean vehicle on the Journey to
the Center of the Earth ride, and navigate a watercraft in
Aquatopia. Fuel up with a gyoza dog, a tiramisu ice cream
sandwich, or a tempura assortment plate.

Day 5: (Wed) Oct 7 -
Maihama-Tokyo-Kyoto/Arashiyama (B/L)
Hotel Vischio Kyoto by Granvia (Free Wi-Fi)

- Breakfast at hotel.

-» 8:30am — Meet your guide at the hotel lobby. This
morning, we’ll transfer by coach to Tokyo Station and take
the bullet train ride to Kyoto. Your luggage(s) (2 pcs per
person) will be delivered to your hotel in Osaka. Please
prepare an overnight bag for 1 night.

- 11:57am - We'll head to a Japanese style lunch after we
arrive at Kyoto Station.

-> 2:00pm - This afternoon, we’ll explore Arashiyama.
Located in the outskirts of Kyoto and set against the
backdrop of mountains, bridges, and ponds, this picturesque
destination is teeming with natural beauty and culture.
Some suggestions for exploring this tranquil area:

- Venture into the internationally recognized cultural and
picturesque landmark, Sagano Bamboo Path. Rooted in
Japanese belief, bamboo has the power to ward off evil
and deliver good fortunes, protecting the nearby Buddhist
temples and Shinto shrines. When you walk through the
tunnels of bamboo, you can feel the energy of the forest.
Wander around and marvel at the soaring stalks of bamboo
that surround you. Don’t miss out on this breathtaking and
meditative experience!

-> Or take a half an hour uphill hike to reach lwatayama
Monkey Park. There, you’ll find mischievous monkeys
scurrying about in their natural habitat or munching on a
bag of apples that visitors can purchase. Another benefit
of making this trek is the astounding panoramic views of
Kyoto atop.

-> If shopping is on your to-do-list, there are plenty of shops
to collect items like traditional fans, bamboo goods, and
specialty snacks.

->» This is also a great opportunity for you to take a break
from walking and hitch a ride on a rickshaw!

-> 5:00pm - Arrive at Hotel Vischio Kyoto by Granvia, our
accommodations for the night. Conveniently located across
the street from the Kyoto JR Station and a short walk away
from the Aeon Mall, you'll find a wide variety of food and
shops in every direction.




Day 6: (Thu) Oct 8 — Kyoto-Nara-Osaka (B)

Hotel Monterey Grasmere Osaka (Free Wi-Fi)

-> Breakfast at hotel.
-> 8:30am — Meet your guide at the hotel lobby.

-» 9:00pm - Perhaps the most important of shrines

dedicated to Inari (Shinto god of rice), Fushimi Inari Shrine
is a recognizable network of thousands of brightly colored
vermilion torii gates that lead into sacred Mount Inari’s
wooded forest. Throughout the shrine grounds, you’ll notice
statues of foxes, animals believed to be Inari’'s messengers.

-> 11:30am - Next, a visit to Todaiji Temple (Great Buddha),
a UNESCO World Heritage Site and a cultural landmark of
Nara. Completed in the year 752, the temple once served
as Japan’s head Buddhist temple. Its most notable feature is
Daibutsuden (Big Buddha Hall), which houses one of Japan’s
largest Buddha statues: a bronze figure towering at nearly
50 feet and weighing an impressive 121 tons. Inside the hall,
you can find a pillar with a large opening carved at its base
that’s said to be the size of Daibutsu’s nostril. According
to legend, those who are able to squeeze through will be
granted enlightenment in their next life.

Outside the Todai-ji Temple, you can find over 1,000 wild
deer roaming about at Nara Deer Park. Believed to protect
the temple grounds as messengers of the gods, the Nara
deer can be found sniffing the pockets of passersby for food
or happily snacking on shika senbei (deer crackers) that
visitors can purchase.

- 1:15pm - Now a visit to charming Naramachi, Nara’s
former merchant district that is lined with well-preserved
historical buildings, boutiques, cafes, and restaurants.

-> 3:30pm — Arrive at Hotel Monterey Grasmere Osaka for
the next 2 nights. Welcome to Osaka, Japan’s third-largest
city and the capital of commerce with a bustling street life
in its arcades, markets, and byways. Osaka’s citizens speak
the Kansai dialect and are known for their outgoing nature,
as well as for their abiding love of delicious street food.
Our hotel is located just a few mins’ walk to Osaka’s most
famous entertainment districts. Enjoy the rest of the day
shopping and dining on your own.

Day 7: (Fri) Oct 9 — Osaka/Universal Studios Japan (B)
Hotel Monterey Grasmere Osaka (Free Wi-Fi)

- Breakfast at hotel.

-> 8:30am — Meet your guide at the hotel lobby to get
ready for exciting Universal Studios.

-» 9:00am — Ranked Japan’s best theme park, Osaka
Universal Studios sets itself apart as ever evolving, but
consistent in delivering unique Japanese specific character

shows and foods. In February 2021, the park opened the
world’s first ever Super Nintendo World. In addition to
Minions, JAWS!, and the Wizarding World of Harry Potter,
other character world attractions unique to this park are
Snoopy Studios, Hello Kitty, and Sesame Street.

Just outside the park’s gates is Universal Citywalk Osaka,
a shopping mall with eateries and stores selling Universal
Studios merchandise and Osaka souvenirs. On the mall’s
4th floor, you can find the Osaka Takoyaki Museum, a food
theme park with popular Takoyaki vendors and exhibits.

-> 7:30pm — Return to hotel. The rest of the evening is
yours at leisure.

Day 8: (Sat) Oct 10— Osaka-Kansai-Honolulu (B)

- Breakfast at hotel.
- 9:00am — Meet your guide at the hotel lobby.

-> 9:30am - This morning, we’ll visit home to an impressive
display of 30,000 animals representing over 600 species,
Kaiyukan Aquarium, one of the largest aquariums in the
world and a must visit in every guidebook. As you journey
through the museum’s 15 different environmental zones,
you’ll come face to face with giant whale sharks, small-
clawed otters, southern rockhopper penguins, ever popular
capybaras, and much more!

- 11:45am - Arrive at Kansai International Airport and
prepare for our domestic flight (JAL224 departing at
2:55pm) to Haneda Airport.

-» 4:10pm - Arrive at Haneda Airport. Our flight home is
scheduled to depart at 9:05pm on JAL 74.

-» Arrive in Honolulu (same day).
