Day 1: (Sun) Mar 14 — Honolulu
Depart Honolulu

- Meet the Panda Travel representative 3 hrs prior to
departure at the airline’s check-in counters.

Day 2: (Mon) Mar 15 — NRT-Disney
Grand Nikko Tokyo Bay Maihama (Free Wi-Fi)

-> Arrive at Narita Airport and meet your guide at the
arrival lobby. We'll then transfer to Grand Nikko Tokyo
Bay Maihama. Conveniently located, with monorail access
to both Disneyland & DisneySea, this hotel is also a short
distance away from the many shopping and dining options at
Ikspiari. We’ll be staying at this official Tokyo Disney Resort®
Hotel for the next 3 nights.

Day 3: (Tue) Mar 16 — Tokyo Disneyland (B)
Grand Nikko Tokyo Bay Maihama (Free Wi-Fi)

-> Breakfast at hotel.

-» 8:15am Meet your guide at hotel lobby for the monorail
ride to Tokyo Disneyland.

-» Get ready for an exhilarating day at Tokyo Disneyland!
Explore the many Tokyo Disneyland exclusive attractions
like its glass covered Victorian-style indoor World Bazaar
and the Beauty and the Beast mini-land that stretches from
Belle’s village square to Beast’s Castle. Don’t miss out on the
spectacular PhilharMagic show and new rides like The Happy
Ride with Baymax! In between attractions, snack on a chewy
Stormtrooper mochi or hot, fresh popcorn featuring flavors
like curry, cookie cream, and garlic shrimp. Enjoy making fun
memories today!

- Return to hotel — The monorail will transport you back to
the hotel when you decide to return and rest up for the next
day’s Disney adventure.

Day 4: (Wed) Mar 17 — Tokyo DisneySea (B)
Grand Nikko Tokyo Bay Maihama (Free Wi-Fi)

-> Breakfast at hotel.

-> The day is yours at Tokyo DisneySea, the 4th most visited
theme park in the world! Excitingly, you’ll join the “Sparkling
Jubilee” 25th Anniversary celebration, running April 15,
2026, through March 31, 2027. Step into the park’s massive
expansion: Fantasy Springs (opened inJune 2024). Withrides,
attractions, and foods from the popular Frozen, Tangled,
and Peter Pan movies, you’ll find Arendelle Castle in Frozen
Kingdom, the floating lantern festival in Rapunzel’s Forest, a
pirate ship in Peter Pan’s Neverland, and more! But the fun
doesn’t end there...drift along the Mediterranean Harbor on

a Venetian gondola, descend to the ocean’s depths in the
20,000 Leagues Under the Sea submarine, take to the skies
on a dream-filled journey aboard Soaring: Fantastic Flight,
and set sail with Chandu on Sindbad’s Storybook Voyage.
Fuel up with gyoza dogs and Jubilee Blue treats. Have fun -
Sea you later!

Day 5: (Thu) Mar 18 — Disney-Kamakura-Tokyo (B)
Sunshine City Prince Hotel (Free Wi-Fi)

-> Breakfast at hotel.

-> 9:00am — Meet your guide in the hotel lobby to begin our
journey to Kamakura. Established by Minamoto no Yoritomo
in 1192, this coastal city served as the seat of Japan’s first
military government. Kamakura remained the political heart
of Eastern Japan for over a century. Today, it is affectionately
known as the “Kyoto of Eastern Japan,” celebrated for its
wealth of ancient temples, shrines, and preserved historical
monuments.

- 10:30am - We arrive at the Great Buddha at Kotokuin
Temple. This monumental bronze statue of Amida Buddha
stands over 38 feet tall, making it the second-tallest bronze
Buddha in Japan. Despite being exposed in the open air
since 1495, the statue remains beautifully adorned and
well-preserved. Today, it is recognized as one of Japan’s
most iconic National Treasures. For a small donation, visitors
are welcome to enter inside the Buddha to witness the
sophisticated 13th-century casting techniques.

- 12:00pm - Enjoy lunch on your own on Komachi-dori
Shopping Street. Be sure to stop by Kamakura’s famous
cookie store for a sample. They’re best known for their dove-
shaped butter cookies, which make for a great Kamakura
souvenir.

- 2:30pm - Our next visit is to everyone’s favorite, the
Nissin’s CUPNOODLES Museum. Here, you will trace the
fascinating history of instant ramen and peek into a replica
of the simple wooden shed where this global phenomenon
began.

The highlight of the visit is the My CUPNOODLES Factory
workshop, where you become both chef and artist. In
this hands-on experience, you will design your own iconic
packaging before selecting your favorite soup base and
a custom blend of toppings. By the end, you’ll have a
completely unique, one-of-a-kind souvenir to take home.

- 5:00pm - Check in at Sunshine City Prince Hotel. Our
hotel lobby directly connects to Sunshine City, a huge
shopping and entertainment complex with 4 towers that
include an aquarium, planetarium, solarium, a virtual reality
play experience, and a nearly 788 foot high skyscraper with
an observation deck. In addition to the renowned Pokemon



Center Mega Tokyo, Sunshine City is also home to Namja
Town, a food and dessert theme park.

Day 6: (Fri) Mar 19 — Tokyo (B/L)
Sunshine City Prince Hotel (Free Wi-Fi)

-> Breakfast at hotel.
-» 8:30am — Meet your guide at the hotel lobby for Tokyo.

-» 9:00am - Start your day at the Tsukiji Outer Market, a
legendary bucket-list spot that continues to serve as the
soul of Tokyo’s food scene. While the inner auction market
relocated to Toyosu in 2018, the charm remains in its outer
market. Be sure to enjoy all that the outer market has to
offer, from seasonal produce and local tastings to knife-
making artisan shops.

-» 11:00am — Reopened in March 2026 after its first major
renovation since 1993, the Edo Tokyo Museum brings Tokyo’s
transformation from feudal Edo to modern megalopolis to
life through newly updated and expanded exhibits across
6 immersive floors. Standout additions include a full scale
Nihonbashi bridge replica, an expanded Edo streetscape with
authentic period market stalls, a walkable interior replica
of the traditional Nakamura-Za Theater, and a stunning
third floor plaza redesigned by acclaimed architect Shohei
Shigematsu.

- 1:00pm - Enjoy a Japanese-style lunch at a local
restaurant.

- 2:30pm - Here we are at Asakusa’s iconic Sensoji Temple
and Kaminarimon Gate (aka “Thunder Gate”) with its
massive, unmistakable red lantern. This is a “must see” in
every guidebook and welcomes over 30 million visitors
annually. At the top of the temple steps, follow local custom:
clap twice, bow your head, and toss a coin into the offering
rack to cast away life’s daily dangers. As you wander the
temple grounds, you'll pass through the Nakamise Shopping
Arcade, a lively stretch lined with good luck charms,
traditional sweets, and Japanese snacks.

-» 4:30pm — Return to hotel. Enjoy the evening at leisure!

Day 7: (Sat) Mar 20 — Tokyo (B)
Sunshine City Prince Hotel (Free Wi-Fi)

-> Breakfast at hotel.
-> 9:00am — Meet your guide at the hotel lobby for Tokyo.

- 9:30am - Begin our morning at Meiji Jingu Shrine, a
Shinto sanctuary dedicated to Emperor Meiji and Empress
Shoken. Though it sits in the heart of Tokyo, the shrine is
nestled within a lush forest that muffles the city’s roar,
welcoming visitors through a towering wooden torii gate.
As you wander the expansive grounds, you’ll encounter a

display of over 200 decorative sake barrels—sacred offerings
from Japan’s premier breweries. Beside them, you’ll also
find a row of French wine barrels. These serve as a nod to
the Emperor’s own palate and his legacy of bridging the gap
between Japanese tradition and Western influence.

-> 10:45am - From here, a stop at Harajuku & Omotesando,
the heart of all things trendy and eccentric. More than just
its colorful street art and its youth-driven quirky fashion
culture, this area is also a haven for sweets like gigantic
cotton candy, crepes, and cream puffs. Enjoy lunch on your
own. There is also a multi- story Daiso nearby.

- 1:30pm - Prepare to have some reality bending magic
at this world-famous immersive art museum. Using cutting-
edge technology, teamLab Planets TOKYO Toyosu creates an
experience where you walk through massive, interactive art
installations. Wander through a garden of floating orchids
and get lost in a sparkling universe of infinite crystals. It is
a stunning blend of art and technology where the displays
react and change as you move through them.

-» 3:30pm - Next, head to Ginza, Tokyo’s most elegant
shopping and entertainment hub, famous for its striking
architecture, where sleek modern skyscrapers stand
alongside grand, historic buildings. Whetheryou are browsing
flagship boutiques or admiring the creative window displays,
Ginza perfectly showcases a beautiful blend of contemporary
design and classic Japanese aesthetics.

-» 5:30pm - Return to hotel. Enjoy the evening at leisure!

Day 8: (Sun) Mar 21 - Tokyo-Free day at leisure (B)
Sunshine City Prince Hotel (Free Wi-Fi)

- After breakfast, enjoy your free day to explore Tokyo!

- If you've already experienced Sunshine City shopping
mall, take a visit to Ikebukuro station and hop on a rail line
that will connect you to other popular areas like Shinagawa,
Shibuya, Shinjuku, and Akihabara. lkebukuro station is also
close to our hotel.

Day 9: (Mon) Mar 22 - Tokyo-Haneda-Honolulu (B)

- Breakfast at hotel.

-» 10:00am — Meet your guide at the hotel lobby for Tokyo
& Narita.

- 10:30am - This morning, dive into the high-energy
Ameyoko Shopping Street, located in the heart of Ueno.
From hidden bargains to street-food delicacies, Ameyoko
is a treasure trove for all ages. As we explore, we may also
have the opportunity to enjoy early cherry blossoms in Ueno
Park, one of Tokyo’s most iconic spots for seasonal blooms.

-> We'll now drive to Narita.



- 2:00pm - Step back into the Edo period at Naritasan
Shinshoji Temple, a majestic Buddhist temple founded in 940
AD and devoted to the fierce guardian deity Fudo Myoo. The
expansive grounds feature a grand Main Hall, a vermillion
Great Pagoda of Peace, and tranquil gardens reflecting over
a thousand years of pilgrimage history. To reach the temple,
stroll along the charming Omotesando Street, a half-mile
path lined with shops selling Narita’s famed unagi, rice
crackers, and traditional sweets.

-» 3:45pm — Now, a stop at Aeon Mall Narita, a large
shopping mall with everything you need to round up any last
minute shopping.

-> Transfer to Narita Airport for our flight home.

=> Arrive in Honolulu on the same day.
